Please Note!  The prize for the Best Team selection trophy is € 500.00  (Olympic 

Classification). Only aspirant, cadets, juniors and seniors A,B class can participate for 
this prize. 

Points can be gained by aspirants, cadets, juniors and seniors A/B class only 

Calculation: 

 Gold medal: 7 points  

Silver medal: 4 points  

Bronze medal: 1 point 
The points are calculated according to the WTF rules  

the winning team will receive a cash prize of € 500.00 EURO. In the case of a shared first place, 
the organization decides the eventual winner, this choice cannot be contested by any team. 
 
When a player participates in two age categories (for example juniors AND seniors) this player 
can only be entered once for the trophy!

 5.4 Cadet A             Every athlete who participates in the A- class cadets must submit a signed 
declarationstating that he / she accepts the competition rules, participates at their own risk and indemnifies the 
organization against any liability. This document must also be signed by the athlete’s legal guardian. The document 
is only valid if accompanied by a copy of the identity card of the legal guardian with which his/her signature can be 
verified. Only the legal guardian is authorized to sign this document, this does not include the coach of the 
participant. For Cadet B/C head contact is NOT allowed 
6. WEIGHING   

 
  
6.1 Rules Athletes can exceed their weight class with a maximum of maximum van 100 grams!  

For example: if an athlete is registered for the -68 they can exceed the weight class by 
100 grams so 68,1 is the maximum. If the player is too heavy, then they need to be 
moved to a higher weight class, which costs €10. Weight classes can be combined if 

there are not enough athletes in one weight class.

8. RULES     

 
  
8.1 Conditions                A valid TBN proof of payment (for Dutch competitors) and a valid proof of identity must be 

shown at the weighing. All athletes are expected to participate in the competition at 
their own risk. By participating they and / or their legal guardian agree to indemnify the 
organization against any liability.   

  
8.2 Coach One coach card is allowed for up to 5 participants with a maximal of 4 coach cards per 

team. The coach must be at least 18 years old and a paying member of the TBN. They 
may only enter the competition space wearing a tracksuit and sports shoes. Identity card 
and proof of payment must be shown on request. Only participants and coaches can 
enter the competition fields with their valid coach or participant card.   

  
8.3 Protection                 Groin guard, forearm, shin, mouth guard (transparent or white),  

Taekwondo gloves, taekwondo helmet and Daedo Socks for DAEDO GEN 2 PSS are 
mandatory and need to be brought by the participant. These items will be sold on the 
day of the competition 

  
8.4 Protest Only the official coach can submit a protest and he must do this immediately after the 

match. For each protest € 100,00 (Euro) needs to be paid. If the protest is valid, the 

money will be returned. The decision of the referee is decisive
